ABOUT THE SEMINAR

An analysis of sanctions enforcement shows shows results that may be
surprising to many people. The United States has sanctioned over fifty
individuals and companies based in Singapore. In the finance industry, in
particular, the highest ever sanctions penalties have been paid by
organisations that, firstly, operate in the banking sector and, secondly, are
headquartered outside of the United States and - in some cases - have no
presence at all in the United States.

Sanctions and sanctions compliance is not, then, an issue only for certain
countries or individuals. They are applicable to every business and
everyone, and this is an area of law that is only going to expand further as
the “weapon of choice” in international conflicts.
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
