The main objective of this
maritime mooting competition is to encourage law students, as well as those who are about to embark on a career in law, to study maritime law
and/or to embark on a career as a maritime lawyer.

The Prize

Eligibility

The Competition is open to:
a) All full-time students enrolled in the LLB or LLM or Phd programme at the National University of Singapore Faculty ofLaw excluding any
person who has been admitted to practice law in Singapore or any other jurisdiction;

b) All full-time students enrolled in the LLB or JD programme at the Singapore Management University School of Law excluding any person
who has been admitted to practice law in Singapore or any other jurisdiction;

c) Any person who is undergoing relevant legal training under the Legal Profession (Qualified Persons) Rules, excluding any person who has
been admitted to practice law in any other jurisdiction; and

d) Any Qualified Person, as defined by the Legal Profession Act (Cap. 161), who is
i attending the Preparatory Course leading to Part B of the Singapore Bar Examinations; or
ii. serving his/her practice training period under a practice training contract, excluding any person who has been admitted to practice
law in any other jurisdiction.

All participants are required to register for the Competition by completing the accompany Registration Form. An accompanying registration
deposit fee of S$50.00 is required at the time of submitting the Registration Form, which fee shall be returned to all participants, in full, after the

Competition. The registration deposit fee will be forfeited in the eventofana ppl i cant 6s failure to participe
